We are here with our new spring issue. In this issue, we feature 14 research articles
and 3 book reviews. In the first article, Nurten Bulduk and Recai Bazancir evaluate
the effects of today’s digital life practices on language and communication, addressing
their folkloric contexts. Mehmet Aml Unal focuses on urban folklore. Ilker Kémiircii
questions the elements that provide cultural continuity to Asik Veysel, and Emre Do-
gan does the same for Kerem and Asli through an interdisciplinary perspective. Savas
Volkan Geng presents new research notes on traditional veterinary medicine. Umral
Deveci presents new research notes on the spring festival ritual in the East. On the
other hand, Nurten Birlik and Orkun Kocabiyik examine Martha Nicol’s perspec-
tive on Izmir in her travel notes. Devrim Yiicel Besim and Elif Songiir Dag trace
the legacy of the Halikarnas Balik¢ist (Fisherman of Halicarnassus) in Bodrum and
propose that the tangible values he left behind have turned into an “urban heritage.”
Ahmet Evis, Ahmet Ferhat Ozkan, Emel Aras, Meltem Giiler and Giiliz Kurtulus,
in their articles, address the intercultural dimensions of space through literary works,
sinema and literary figures, dealing with issues such as cosmopolitanism, surrealism,
the underground, philosophical dialectics and gender from the perspective of literary
authors. Tlkgiil Kaya focuses on the relationship between the universal event of the
resurrection of Lazarus and literary sources. Dilek Ozhan Kog¢ak questions human-
nature and human-animal relationships through ecological and psychoanalytic appro-
aches via Nastassja Martin’s work /n the Eye of the Wild. Miliausha Sirazetdinova
and Margarita Suleimanova examine the representations of yenlenep ayuryu (spirit
possession) in Bashkir epic literature and contemporary cultural practices.

In the first of our book reviews, Frederico Delgado Rosa introduces the book
Histories of Anthropology, edited by Gabriella D’ Agostino and Vincenzo Matera.
He emphasizes that the work is a collective investigation-and interrogation-of the
center-periphery dialectic in the history of anthropology. Merve Karabulut intro-
duces Cihan Tuncer’s work In Search of a Lost Father — Reckoning with the Past in
Heinrich Béll's “The Clown.”.

We hope that our issue will be beneficial to our readers and sincerely thank all
our contributors for their efforts.
